@ Learn about flood hazards

There are two types of flooding covered in this hazard map: “River flooding” and “Internal inundation” . These
two types of flooding occur in different places and have different causes. By understanding these two types
of floods, you can prepare in advance and take the correct evacuation actions when flooding occurs.

How Internal inundation Occurs

Internal inundation is a type of water-related disaster in which heavy rainfall causes water to overflow from sewer
systems and flood surrounding areas.

It is more likely to occur when intense rain falls over a short period of time. Areas near sewer facilities,
low-lying places such as underpasses, and underground spaces are particularly prone to internal inundation.
